Stats for New Year to date 

From the beginning of this year, 2015, Animal Control has transported 120 animals to the Valencia 
County Animal Shelter (VCAS).  Of those 120 animals, only 11% of the animals were reclaimed by their 
owners, 14% were adopted by a new family, 70% were sent to various "rescue" organizations in other 
states and 5% were euthanized. It is very important to call Animal Control immediately if your pet has 
gone missing. 

 

Stats for March 2015 
In March the combined total number of animals taken to VCAS was fifty two (52), forty three (43) were 
dogs and nine (9) were cats.   
DOGS:  

• Twelve (12) were stray* dogs from various areas and none of the twelve dogs were reclaimed 
by owners.   

• Two (2) of those dogs were taken to VCAS for quarantine due to biting a person or attacking 
another animal.   

• Twenty nine (29) dogs were released by owners for various reasons to animal control.   
• One (1) canine running at large was returned home to its owner.   
• Ninety seven percent (97%) of all the dogs taken to the shelter in March have been put up for 

adoption or sent to rescue facilities in Colorado and Utah. 
• None of the dogs taken in to the shelter in March have been euthanized. 

*Stray meaning, an animal that has no identification to properly identify its owner. 

CATS: 
• Nine (9) cats were taken to VCAS.   
• Sixty seven percent (67%) of the cats have been put up for adoption.   
• Thirty three percent (33%) were euthanized because they were unfit for adoption.
